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The meeting of the Council of the Village of Chagrin Falls was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Mr.
Maersch.

REPORT OF THE MAYOR

On behalf of the Dogwood Valley Garden Club, Kathy Golden presented a check in the amount of
$7,500 to Council to pay for the hanging flower baskets. She, and the Dogwood Valley Garden
Club, were thanked by all.

Mayor Tomko reported that the village is evaluating the old bank building at 35 Hall Street for a
possible donation to Chagrin Falls. The new purchaser of the house made an application to demo
the house and if they do demo the house they wanted to gift the old bank building to us and it is a
certified historic structure. We are taking a two-pronged approach to looking at this. One, we are
doing some survey work to see if there is demand for the building if it was restored and put in River
Run Park. There was quite good demand for the basement of the Shute Building when that was
available for use. The survey is being done by Mrs. DeBernardo and Mrs. Grube and I am taking
the lead in trying to determine some cost estimates of what it would cost to move it down there and
the funding. Nothing has been committed to; we are just looking at it at this point.

Mayor Tomko reported that the water meter bids came in and there are two finalists. We are
finishing up our evaluation of the proposals. I will provide Council with a written recommendation
this week. We will finish up probably on Friday. I would ask that we have a Utilities Committee
meeting before the next Council meeting. You will see an ordinance on the agenda for tonight and
that ordinance is to remain on first reading.

Mayor Tomko reported that the Tree Lighting Event is scheduled for the Friday after Thanksgiving.
It is going to start around 6:45 p.m. with the tree actually lit around 7:00 p.m.

Mayor Tomko said we have completed the installation of the ParkMobile Software that allows you
to pay parking tickets from your smart phone. We are quite surprised at how much it is getting used.

Mr. Maersch
said we are leasing 26 parking spaces in the lower lot from the Lutheran Church for an initial term
of six months and we are leasing 10 spaces in the gravel lot of the Chagrin Valley Little Theater.
These parking spaces are for permit parking. Mayor Tomko mentioned that none of these spaces
are any further than 900' from the Central Business District.

Mr. Bloom used
the 2018 budget and estimated it around a quarter to a third in round numbers just to give us room
to spend whatever money we need to spend in the first quarter of 2019.

Newell said last year we did a waterline agreement between the developer and the Village of
Moreland Hills. This year we did a sanitary sewer agreement between the developer and the Village
of Moreland Hills. Moreland Hills essentially owns the utility facilities and the Village of Chagrin
Falls is going to be the operator and responsible for the maintenance. This legislation gives us an
easement with the Village of Moreland Hills to have access to these water utilities.
